• Extension Activity: After rewriting, have students add two more sentences 

in past tense using irregular verbs (e.g., They gave the coin to a museum. 

They brought home a picture of it.). 

• Differentiation: Beginners can be provided with a verb list (go → went, find 

→ found, run → ran, etc.). Advanced learners can be challenged to rewrite
