What | improved - Changed tone from explanatory to inspiring, addressing a clear
audience (young athletes).

Expected Effect - Makes the response more engaging, emotional, and audience-
aware.

Iteration 4 - Evidence (Show your stats!)

New Prompt - Explain why teamwork matters in sports, using at least two real or
historical examples from famous feams or athletes.

What | improved - Added a request for evidence and examples to support reasoning.
Expected Effect - Prompts richer, more credible writing grounded in real-world cases.

Iteration 5 - Perspective (Change the angle!)

New Prompt - As a team captain, write a short speech to your teammates about how
teamwork leads to trust, resilience, and success.

What | improved - Shifted perspective to first person, adding role-playing and emotional
authenticity.

Expected Effect - Encourages creative voice, practical context, and stronger
connection with readers.
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
