1. Original setting:

« Both show that the setting directly shifts the emotional tone of the same
action.

Teacher Notes

« Students’ rewrites should keep the core action (Lena lighting/blowing
candles) but adapt details to fit the new place.

e Accept a variety of mood words (e.g., eerie, joyful, chaotic, calm) as long
as they are supported with text evidence.

e Encourage students to use sensory details (sights, sounds, smells) to make
the new setting vivid.

e Extension: Compare two student versions aloud and discuss how the same
action feels different in each.
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
